
The March 9th, 2021 Town of Tioga board meeting was brought to order at 7:00pm.  Present were Councilman Strong, Councilman Hyatt, Councilman Griffin and Councilman Klossner by phone with Supervisor Zorn presiding.
Also present were Mike Jura,  Superintendent Story and town attorney Adam Schumacher.

Councilman Strong made the motion to accept the February 9th, 2021 minutes as presented, Councilman Hyatt seconded, carried.

Superintendent Story stated they had been doing cleanup on the walking path in Ransom Park to get ready for warmer weather.
Truck #93, which is a 2015 Volvo, has cracks in the box frame and that Ray has been working on it all week to repair it.
Superintendent Story had the picnic tables picked up for Ransom Park and put back under the pavilions.
Superintendent Story took the first steps to see if the Diamond Valley bridge would qualify for repairs under The Bridge NY Program.  He should hear more information after the 19th of this month.

Councilman Strong made the motion to accept the reports as given, Councilman Hyatt seconded, carried. 

Mike Jura from Soil & Water presented a stream problem report affecting two properties, 744 and 752 on Glenmary Dr. 
Mr. Jura has applied for a grant through The Hazardous Litigation Grant Program to purchase 744 Glenmary Dr so Soil & Water can correct the erosion problem from doing any further damage.  He stated that in order to fully address the erosion problem the purchase of one of the properties is necessary.
Mr. Jura is looking for formal support from The Town in taking ownership of 744 Glenmary Dr property if the grant buyout goes through.
The Board has concerns over who would be responsible for maintenance and repairs of the property in the future and if FEMA grant money is used for the buyout if a fishing access would be possible at that location?
Councilman Griffin made a motion in favor of support to Soil & Water contingent upon memorandum of understanding for ongoing maintenance and repair from Soil & Water, with DEC being first choice ownership of 744 Glenmary Dr., The Town of Tioga second choice of ownership and contingent upon FEMA specs for a fishing access at the property site, seconded by Councilman Hyatt, carried.

Brandon Clark from Clark Web Designing presented the board with a quote for creating a website for The Town.  He quoted $625.00 to build the site and $29.95 per month to provide hosting, domain and maintenance.  He would like to teach us to control and maintain the website ourselves for $13.95 per month.  If we pay the first year in full The Town would receive domain for free that year.  Brandon stated that he could build the website in around three weeks.
Councilman Hyatt made the motion to accept and proceed with having Clark Web Designing create The Town of Tioga’s website based on the quote Brandon Clark provided, seconded by Councilman Griffin, carried.

There was discussion of hiring a caretaker for Ransom Park for the events that are held during the Summer.  The Board agreed to place an ad in the paper looking for a student or retiree that would be interested in the position.
There was discussion on if The Town should leave the bathrooms unlocked at the park at all times during the Summer months so people on the walking trail could have access to them.
The Board asked Superintendent Story to order and install  four signs in Ransom Park
That stated; Carry in/Carry out garbage with under video surveillance on the bottom of the signs.

Discussion was held about getting quotes to insulate the Town Hall’s ceiling this Summer as there is no insulation currently in the ceiling.

Councilman Hyatt made the motion to accept The Town of Tioga’s Emergency Preparedness & Pandemic Plan with corrections, Councilman Strong seconded, carried.

TOWN OF TIOGA EMERGENCY OPERATIONS & PANDEMIC PLAN
WHEREAS, on September 7, 2020, Governor Cuomo signed legislation requiring all public employers to create plans to protect employees in the event of another health emergency declarationin New York State; and
WHEREAS, the protection of public employees during a public health emergency is a critical aspect of operational continuity; and
WHEREAS, the Town Board of the Town of Tioga will meet its statutory obligations for dealing with this matter; and 
NOW THEREFORE upon a motion by Board Member Hyatt, seconded by Board Member Strong, and carried; therefore, be it
RESOLVED, that on this day Tuesday, March 9th of 2021, the Town Board of the Town of Tioga adopted the Town of Tioga Emergency Operations ad Pandemic Plan.

Supervisor Zorn stated that our representative seat on The REAP Board is vacant with the passing of Frank Cuomo and he is looking for anyone interested in representing The Town’s vacant seat.

Councilman Hyatt made the motion to pay the Highway Fund in the amount of $76,138.21, seconded by Councilman Griffin, carried.
Councilman Strong made the motion to pay the General Fund in the amount of $32,673.30, seconded by Councilman Griffin, carried.

Councilman Hyatt made the motion to authorize the Town Clerk to purchase eight chairs for the court/meeting room, for the amount of up to $200.00 per chair for a total of up to $1600.00, Councilman Griffin seconded, carried.
